This is a suburban park and eBird hotspot which I had driven by a thou-
sand times. At the time, it had exactly one eBird list associated with it, and, that list was incomplete. Total of nine species. 
Clearly this was a hot spot in need of some birding love. So, I decided to take this on as a personal project. I decided to try 
to bird this park once a week to see what was there. I’ve pretty much lived up to that. Not only did I discover new birds for 
the park, but I discovered that fi nding a new bird some place no one else has seen it is exhilarating. I still chase rare birds, 
but a local bird in a new place is almost as good. Hopefully, that rush can encourage people to go out and document the 
distribution of our birds.

Today I saw Killdeers fl ying over—the 58th species for the park.
